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TENDENCIAS E PERSPECTIVAS PARA O SETOR FLORESTAL
BRASILEIRO

RESUMO

Em 2004 o setor florestal brasileiro participou com 4,5% do PIB brasileiro. As atividades ligadas & cadeia produtiva que abrangem
as florestas plantadas, em 2005 foram responsaveis por cerca de 4,1 milhdo de empregos, sendo 676 mil diretos, 1,7 milho indiretos
¢ 1,8 milhdo de empregos resultantes do efeito renda. O setor florestal apresenta historicamente contribuigdes significativas para o
comércio internacional brasileiro, principalmente no que diz respeito as exportacdes e conseqiiente efeito no superdvit da balanga
comercial brasileira. Em 2005 as exportagdes brasileiras atingiram um novo recorde, alcangando US$ 118 3 bilhes, sendo que o setor
florestal nesse mesmo ano exportou US$ 7,4 bilhdes, correspondendo a 6,3% do total exportado pelo pais. Dentro deste contexlo,
as atividades ligadas as florestas plantadas, foram responséveis, em 2005, pela exportacao de US$ 4,7 bilhoes, representando 63,5%
do total exportado pelo setor florestal. As areas de plantagdes de Pinus e Eucalyptus serdo expandidas nas proximas décadas como
resultado da crescente demanda e da implementagio de programas de fomento florestal nas pequenas e médias propriedades rurais.
No que se refere 3s dreas de florestas nativas, elas deverdo apresentar redugdio, em virtude principalmente do avango das atividades
agricolas e pecuirias. Entretanto, o ritmo de desmatamento deverd ser significativamente menor do que o verificado historicamente.
Por outro lado, as Areas de florestas naturais de produgo publicas sofrerdo fortes expansdes nas proximas décadas devido as politicas

ABSTRACT

In 2005, the Brazilian forestry sector participated with 4,5 % of the Gross National Product. The activities related to the planted forests
chain were responsible for 4.1 millions of direct job positions, 1,7 million indirect job positions and 1,8 million job positions due to
the income effect. The forestry sector historically has been showing significative contributions to the Brazilian international trade,
mainly in exportations, with effects in the countrys commercial trade balance. In 2005, the Brazilian exportations reached a new
record of US$ 1183 billions, and the forestry sector contributed with US$ 7,4 billions, corresponding to 6.3 % of the total exported
by the country. The activities related to planted forests were responsible, in 2005, for US$ 4,7 billions, representing 63,4 % of the total
exported by the forestry sector. The planted areas of Pinus and Eucaliptus will increase in the next decades, as a result of the growing
demand for forest products and the government improvement programs for small and medium size rural properties. Regarding the
natural forested areas, the tendency is of area reduction, mainly due to the pressure of agricultural and livestock needs for new areas.
The rate of deforestation, however, will be significant smaller than the historically observed. On the other side, the expansion of
planted areas should increase, as a result of governmental policies, aiming the increase of the forestry production areas in Brazil.
